SENIOR EXIT PORTFOLIO

Mission Statement

“The SLV Senior Exit Portfolio is a student-selected, heart felt collection of work which

 represents his/her reflections and achievements in academic studies, personal growth, and extracurricular activities.  As the student completes his/her high school years and continuing towards future goals, this portfolio provides an authentic assessment tool for the students to evaluate their learning, for the staff to review programs/projects from the student perspective, and for the school community to witness the demonstration of the Expected School Wide Learning Results, ESLR’s.

Introduction

Congratulations!  You have successfully entered into your fourth year at San Lorenzo Valley High School.  You have followed a curriculum you, your parents, and your counselors decided upon that would lead you to the next step in your plans for your future.  As a culminating activity, each senior at San Lorenzo Valley High School will compile an exit portfolio.  This portfolio will help you review and reflect on your learning and achievements during these very important years of your life.  In this portfolio, each student will provide specific evidence of what s/he has learned as a high school student.  This assignment also gives the student the opportunity to:

· Choose an academic focus expressing achievement, growth or inspiration;

· Choose an area expressing special interest;

· Demonstrate his/her preparations for future education, training, or work; and 

· Demonstrate how his/her artifacts show ESLR competency.

You do not have to complete this process alone.  SLV’s faculty and administrators have agreed to help you by serving as mentors.  A mentor is an experienced adult who can guide you through the portfolio process.

Student Explanation-Overview

What is a portfolio?

     A portfolio is a collection of work representing what a student has learned and accomplished.  What goes into the portfolio depends upon the work a student is most proud of and which work best represents the student’s learning.  There is no “right” way to build a portfolio.  In the past we have had binders, carrying cases, and scrapbooks to hold the artifacts. Artifacts are the assignments or projects that you will use as evidence to show what you have learned at SLVHS.  Many portfolios contain computer disks, videos, or audiotapes.

How will the portfolio make a difference in my future?

     As you can make a choice about the future, you must review your past and evaluate the most important events, experiences, and decisions in your life so far.  A portfolio is important because it helps you clarify who you are, what you enjoy, and what you do best.  Your portfolio summarizes learning in high school in academic and non-academic settings and determines your next steps.  Your portfolio can help you in choosing future pathways.

What is a mentor?

     Each student is to ask a teacher, counselor, administrator or other staff member to be his/her mentor.  A mentor is a trusted adult to whom a student can go for guidance during this process. Mentors meet with students three or four times during their senior year.  First, mentors answer any questions that come up about the process.  Second, the mentors help with academic, special interest area, and artifact selections.  Third, the mentors aid students in evaluating/editing their portfolios before the final due date.  Finally, the mentors review the completed portfolios and bring them to an evaluation team. 

How should I begin?

1. Choose a mentor.  Select a staff member you trust to guide you through this process.  Not every one of you will need close direction; however some may rely upon a trusted adult to answer questions or to help sort through ideas.

2. Thoroughly read this packet and complete the worksheets.

3. Choose an academic focus.  An academic focus is the subject area a student chooses to represent intellectual excellence, improvement, and/or inspiration.  To choose, consider which academic area inspired intellectual development, personal pride, emotional maturity and/or creativity inspiration.  Many academic areas can be linked to create an original focus.  A mentor will help you brainstorm other unique academic focus areas.  

      (See Worksheet #2)

4. Choose a special interest area.  Consider choosing a special interest area which shows the skills and interests demonstrated in high school experiences, although not necessarily academic, that gave you the opportunity to discover important skills and talents, develop personality, or explore creativity and/or future pathways.  These activities and/or classes may lead to a possible career or college choice.  ( See Worksheet #3)

5. Collect information about your career/college plans.  ( See Worksheet #4)

Which artifacts should go into my portfolio?
     Personal choice in collecting and selecting work for your artifacts is extremely important in this process.  However, it is also important to begin the assignment with your audience in mind: teachers, parents, and other school professionals.  Your mentor will help you select samples for your portfolio.  This portion of the project will give you the opportunity to reflect upon the meaning of your high school years.  (See Worksheet #1)

What are the ESLR’s?
     The Expected School-Wide Learning Results, ESLR’s, represent the characteristics this school and community have agreed to be important in SLVHS graduates.  The ESLR’s are posted in every classroom to remind students and teachers of the learning objectives at SLVHS.

What role do the ESLR’s play in the portfolio?
     For each artifact you place into your portfolio, consider which ESLR contributed to the development of that work.  Complete the ESLR cover sheet for each artifact and attach it to the work.  You may find that more than one ESLR is expressed; if you do, consider which ESLR best represents your work.(see Worksheet # 5)  A particular ESLR can be used more than once in your portfolio.  HOWEVER at least 3 different ELSR’s must be presented throughout the portfolio.

What should be in the Letter of Introduction?

     After you make all of the selections and choose the focus and interest area, you should write your letter of introduction.  This letter communicates the overall meaning of the portfolio’s content. 

How will the Senior Exit Portfolio be evaluated?
     A team of teachers will evaluate the portfolio in April.  A rubric or a holistic scoring guide will be used to assess the work.  There are four categories: Honors, Excellent, Satisfactory, and Unsatisfactory.  The portfolio is a graduation requirement and will be noted on your transcripts.

What makes an Honors portfolio and why should I want to get one?

     An Honors portfolio is exemplary in the variety of artifacts.  Receiving Honors gives recognition to students who have done an exemplary job and produced a portfolio that is sincere, insightful, comprehensive, detailed, well designed, organized and graphically pleasing.  Students will receive recognition at the Senior Awards ceremony for their Honors portfolio where they will be presented with a medal to be worn at the graduation ceremony.  A notation of honors will also be placed on transcripts and in the graduation program.

What happens if I get an unsatisfactory on my portfolio?

     If a student doesn’t pass his/her portfolio then she/he will be asked to re-do the portfolio and present it at a later date.  A student will not be able to receive honors if it has to be re-submitted.  Do it right the first time and then you will not have to do it twice.  Satisfactory completion of a senior portfolio is a graduation requirement

What is an Oral Presentation?

     An oral presentation allows a student to demonstrate more of his/her personality and sincerity than just the compilation in the portfolio can do.  You should consider doing an oral presentation if you think that it would make your portfolio stronger.  Discuss with your mentor the advantages of making this presentation.  While orals are not required to receive Honors, presenting your portfolio orally may help it to truly stand out above all others.  Please note that presenting your portfolio orally does not guarantee Honors recognition. 

     The oral presentations will take place on the evaluation day in April.  You must notify the portfolio coordinator of your intention to do the orals no later than the week before.  You will be given a maximum of 15 minutes.  You want to devote a couple of those minutes for questions from your evaluators.  
I. Letter of Introduction

The typed letter of introduction/reflection should include:

Opening Paragraph

A. Opening statement(s)

Briefly tell about yourself describing the values and experiences that shaped your life.

B. Thesis statement

This statement will state your academic focus, special interest area, career/educational goal and cite your artifacts as evidence.

Body Paragraphs

I.  Academic Focus and Achievement

Direct the readers to your portfolio’s academic focus.  Examine how the portfolio represents 

academic rigor in your focus area.  Why did you choose this academic area?  What about this work matters?  Why are you proud?  Explore what led to your achievements and/or learning.

II. Special Interest Area   

Explain how your special interest area gave you a valuable experience.  Although it may not be academic, how did it provide you with the opportunity to discover important skills and methods of exploring your creative future? What did you learn about yourself and the world?  These activities may have led you to a possible career or college choice.  Discuss how your artifacts(s) represents this important area and what this activity has added to your years in high school.

III. Career/Educational Goal

Explain what exploration in high school has led you to make plans for next year.  At what point did you decide what you were going to pursue?  How is this goal connected to the other areas you are showcasing in this portfolio?

The Language of the Essay

As the letter of introduction demonstrates both your critical thinking and reflection on your work while in high school, it might be helpful to use language that signals thinking at that level.  Some helpful phrase suggestions include (these are generic and don’t necessarily have to be used):

· “ I realized …,”

· “ I learned …,”

· “ I took a risk when I …,”

· “ I have decided …,”

· “ Now I would like to …,”

· “ This mistake taught me to …,”

· “ What I have learned about myself as a result of doing this portfolio…”

· “ I included this in my portfolio to demonstrate …”

Concluding Paragraph

A. Self-evaluation statement

What have you realized about yourself as a result of creating your portfolio?  What has your high school experience meant to you after documenting it through this portfolio?  Did you notice any new connections in your life?  Did you notice new relationships between goals and classes?  How has your outlook on life and your future changed as a result of this experience?  Make a generalized commentary of your high school years.  Finally, make a strong summary or closing statement.

Presentation of Portfolio 

What Goes into the Portfolio?

1. Letter of introduction 

2. Three selections for academic focus, one selection for a special interest area and one selection for your career/education plan.

3. One artifact cover letter for each example you select.  Highlight which ESLR contributed to the successful creation of the work and how the work connects with the academic focus or special interest area.  Choose one ESLR for each piece in your portfolio.  Decide which ESLR best reflects the work.  You may demonstrate an ESLR more than once but be certain to use at least three different ESLR’s in your portfolio. 

4. The artifact cover letter should be typed and attached to the appropriate artifact.

5. Everything in the portfolio has the student’s name on it.

6. All contents must be in a binder, notebook, box or similar container. The container should be portable.  It should be able to be transported by one person.
7. The portfolio should be compiled in this order:

a. Title page: original title, your name, your mentor’s name, date

b. Letter of introduction

c. Artifacts with cover letters attached for each academic focus special interest, and career/educational goal area (Original artifacts that can be broken; ceramics, stained glass, etc.; should be presented by photograph.)

d. Your mentor check off list, signed and dated by your mentor and you.  The mentor check off with signatures is required and your portfolio may be rejected/failed with out this signed checklist.

Artifact Description Worksheet

Worksheet # 5

This worksheet will give you information about writing your artifact descriptions.  You will need to include a description for each of the five entries in your portfolio.  Each description should be one page long.  You may type it on the artifact description sheet provided or make one of your own.

Your artifact description will include these four elements:

a. Information about the sample.  Include the following: With whom did you work?  How long did it take?  Who was the teacher/director?  Under what kinds of circumstances did you complete the project? What type of project was this?

b. Explanation of why the sample is important to either your academic focus, special interest area, or career/college area idea development.  Include the following: How/Why does this artifact represent your best learning experience?  What connection does this artifact have to the other artifacts from your focus area or special interest area?  What does this piece of work say abut you, your capabilities, dreams and talents?  What impression will this work have upon the individuals viewing your portfolio? 

c. Explanation of how the sample meets the ESLR chosen.  Each artifact must represent an ESLR.  At the minimum, three different ESLR’s must be met; however, you may show how your artifacts reflect up to five ESLR’s.  Be sure to use the verbs in the ESLR description when you answer questions like the following: How does your artifact show you possess the necessary habits of mind that the ESLR demonstrates?  How does your work justify and reflect the ESLR?  What skills did you have to have in order to complete the project?  What challenges, frustrations, or problems did you face?

d. Explanation of why this sample is important to you and your future.  You might answer questions like these: What meaning does the artifact have to your personal, academic, or social development?  How do you plan to apply what you have learned in this artifact to your life’s next project?  Why is it relevant to your future?
